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1. Registration in e-Auction Market:: 

To participate in the e-Auction Market you will need to follow three simple steps, based on the Terms and Conditions as 

specified at the e-Auction Market portal, www.e-auctionmarket.eu:  

1. Registration to the system  

2. Accreditation of your information 

3. Activation of your account 

Step 1: User Registration  

 

On the Home Page of the platform and following the link "free 

registration", or alternatively by selecting the link "Register Now" 

from the top of the home page of e-Auction Market you can 

register to the e-Auction Market, filling in your basic data as it 

appears below: 
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Fill in the necessary information about the company (VAT, Base etc.), userôs details (Username, Password) and the user's 

contact information. 

Upon completion of all fields, you have to agree with the Terms and Conditions and click "Register Now" to complete your 

registration.  

 

Then your registration is confirmed and you shall receive an e-mail with instructions to activate your account. 
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Step 2: User Accreditation 

After completing the registration, the user should verify the information declared by presenting three supporting documents 

to the Administrator of the e-Auction Market system:  

1. Filled in and signed User Accreditation ï Consent Form posted on the portal of e-Auction Market www.e-

auctionmarket.eu at Terms & Conditions 

2. Proof of registration in the country's VAT Register 

3. Proof of registration in a Chamberôs register

Step 3: Activate account 

Then, within three calendar days from the dispatch of the documents, you shall be notified about the fulfillment of the 

necessary conditions for participation in the e-Auction Market and your account is activated by the Administrator. 

You can now enter the e-Auction Market, using the username and password that you entered at your registration and start

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2. Create an auction 

Pressing the tab ñCreate auctionò you begin a new auction. Select: 

1. Product Category 

2. Subcategory (Primary - Processed) 

3. Product from the list * 

 

 Note that the platform supports auctions on specific products, based on the quality characteristics and the provisions of the 

Special Regulations referred to in the Terms & Conditions. 

Then, you register the essential information on the auction: 

1. Fill the basic information of the 

product 

i. Country of origin 

ii. Measurement unit 

iii. Packaging - Material (for 

packaged products) 

 The option of measurement in items concerns 

packaged goods. Packaging is specified in the 

field ñPackagingò (Bottle, bag etc). 

2. The user can add photos of the 

product

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3. In the field ñDescription of 

Productò the user can report any 

features deemed necessary 

regarding the product, as: 

i. Qualitative characteristics of 

specific products (eg fat % for 

dairy, alcohol content for wine 

etc.) 

ii. Special requirements for 

specific products 

iii. Production - processing (eg 

cultivation method, names / 

marks) 

Beyond text, the field supports the addition 

of other elements, where necessary, such 

as pictures, flash applications, links and also code (html) 

 The all fields of product characteristics of an auction are 

automatically translated in the all supported languages. The only field 

that is not automatically translated is the ñDescription of productò 

field, which is a free text field.  

 

4. Next, the auction details are specified:  

iv. Auction type (definitions about the two supported 
auction types, Standard auction and Multiunit auction 
are provided in the General Regulations of the e-
Auction Market, at Article 2: Definitions) 

v. Product quantity for auction 
vi. Starting price 
vii. Reserve price (optional) 
viii. ñBuy nowò option (optional)  
ix. Starting and duration details 

 The Starting Price is specified for the total amount of the products 

(e.g. 1.000 kilos, 500 pieces), measured with the relevant unit as  

specified above on the page. (kilos, liters, pieces etc) 

 

5. Shipment details are filled in: 

i. Payment of shipment costs (from the buyer or seller) 

ii. International shipment 

iii. Shipment terms 

 It should be noted that the shipment terms specified at the creation 

of an auction and appearing to the potential buyers are indicative 

and are presented as information from the auctioneer. The shipment 

details of the products are subject of agreement of the two parties 

and are specified from the Contract signed for the completion of the 

transaction, a template of which is provided here.

Then you shall receive an e-mail confirming the auction details: 
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3. Submit an offer 

Through the e-Auction Market home page, you can go through the most 

recent active auctions, while from the menu on the left on the home page 

you can access all active auctions per category. 

You select the auction of your interest to view all the relevant details, like: 

1. Basic auction details: 

i. Auction type 

ii. Offer history 

iii. Auction end time 

iv. Current and minimum bid 

Then you can place your offer, according to the auction type:

¶ Offer in price and quantity from the total Ą Multiunit auctions 

Your offer is submitted by entering 

your password.  

In case you have been outbid, you 

are informed via e-mail. 

As long as no better offer has been 

placed, you are informed at the 

closing of the auction that you have 

won.

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 It should be noted that for competition related reasons the current bid shown by the system may be lower than the actual current 

bid, as shaped after the last offer. 

Consequently, the same applies to the minimum bid (which is shaped according to the current bid). 

In case you have just submitted an offer and the system prompts the following message: 

ñYour bid was not enough to make you the highest bidder! Would you like to bid again?ò 

That means that a significantly larger offer has been placed and you have to bid again, with a larger offer.

Furthermore, product search is available, either through all active auctions or per category from the ñSearchò field on the 

top of the home page of e-Auction Market, while through ñAdvanced searchò further options are provided in order to find the 

product of your interest. 

  

With the closing of the auction, the seller and the buyer (or buyers in multiunit auctions) receive simultaneously information 

regarding the adjudication and the amount due, as well as about the contact details of the two parties for the completion of 

the transaction.
